Dress and Uniform Code 
To make life in school a safer and happier place to be please follow the Dress and Uniform Code, as shown below:
Dress
· Grey trousers and shorts/grey skirts and pinafores only.
· White polo shirts- can have the school logo or be plain.
· School Cardigans or sweatshirts.
· Earrings are not permitted in school, under any circumstances, for children in EYFS, or years 1 and 2.
· Junior children (i.e. years 3 – 6) can wear studs only however they cannot wear them for PE or any physical activity. If they have just had their ears pierced, then tape will be placed over their earrings. Otherwise they will have to be removed.
· Please tie your child’s hair up in a ponytail or a plait if it is shoulder length.  Hair gel is not permitted.
· Children are not to wear jewellery at school. 
· Nail varnish is not permitted. 
· White socks or grey tights – patterned or coloured tights are not permitted.
· Plain blue headbands or ribbons only.
· Black school shoes only – trainers are not permitted.  Boots must not be worn in school.  Children are not allowed to wear open-toe sandals due to health and safety reasons.
· Infants- school book bag
· Juniors- a small backpack (does not need to be the school backpack) 
Pe Kit
· All children should keep their PE kit in a school PE bag
· School PE t-shirt
· School blue PE shorts
· Tracksuit bottoms/ or sports leggings- plain blue or black (No logos/no football kits)
· Infants- Black pumps (Velcro is easier for the children to put on and off)
· Juniors - Trainers 
· Juniors- Hoodies (optional)
