The children will learn about various 

aspects of this ancient central American 

civilisation: 

 

• Daily Maya life

Our big question will be ‘What kind 

of a king was Jesus’. We will look at 

what qualities make a good king, 

and if he was King, what his ideal 

kingdom would be like.
