
ENGLISH
[bookmark: _GoBack]Our model text is ‘Chocolate Milk, X-ray Specs and Me’ by Bethany Walker. We will be focusing our learning on how to write a persuasive text. The children will recap how to successfully include key features e.g. persuasive language, powerful adjectives and rhetorical questions within their independent writing. Towards the end of the term, we will be exploring Nonsense Poems/ Free Verse poems. In SPAG we will recap words ending in the suffix -ous, -tion, -ssion, -sian, and -cian, in addition to further work on main clauses, subordinate clauses and casual and subordinating conjunctions. We will be continuing to practise the Year 3/4 Common Exception Words spellings. 
SCIENCE
Our topic is ‘Animals including Humans’. The group will learn about the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans. They will identify the different types of teeth and their simple functions. The children will investigate the work of a dentist the importance of dental hygiene. Later in the term, we will be constructing and interpreting a variety of food chains and identifying producers, predators and prey.

MATHS
Children will continue the topic on decimals, firstly through exploring tenths and then hundredths. They will use their knowledge to help to compare and order decimals. In the later part of the half term, we will be learning about statistics and how to interpret and compare data. The group will be drawing their own line graphs to display data they have collected in our science topic.
The children will continue to practise recalling multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12 and access TT Rockstars and Doodle daily.


COMPUTING
The children will learn about data logging (data and information). They will collect data using a digital device and use a computer program to sort data by one attribute. They will then export information and present data in a table and a graph.
PE
This half term, PE will be on a Wednesday afternoon at school. We will be focusing on athletics in addition to continuing with some rounders and cricket. 
RE
Our key question this half term is ‘Why do some people think that life is a journey?’ Children will identify some of the key milestones of commitment (including marriage) and explore similarities and differences between Christian and Hindu ceremonies. They will discuss why marking the milestones of life are important in these religions. 

PSHE
Our topic is Growing Up and the key question this half term is ‘Where do babies come from?’ We will learn about the changes that happen as we grow up and the right to protect our bodies. The children will explore differences and similarities between people and understand everyone is equal. We will discuss the difference between acceptable and unacceptable physical contact and learn the names of the body parts.
MUSIC
Children will continue to study the Ukulele with Mrs Morgan on a Tuesday afternoon. In addition, they will be looking at dimensions and percussion.
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SPANISH 
We will be learning about Spanish Summertime. Children will learn vocabulary related to the weather and ice-creams. They will work in small groups to learn and take part in an “Ice Cream Van” role play.
 
ART
We will be researching the work of traditional and contemporary artists who work within the still life genre. Children will learn skills to create their own still life from observation and think about how to use line, colour, form, and composition to make their artwork more interesting. 
 
 researching and using a variety of media to create expressive drawings of eyes. The group will then explore and make sculptures of a dragon eye using clay. Children will think about carving and also building up to create texture within their sculpture.
DT
This half term, we will be learning to understand and apply the principles of a healthy and varied diet. The children will explore how to adapt recipes to make them healthier. They will then be given the opportunity to make a recipe that has reduced sugar. We will also be learning how to keep a food diary and collecting class data.
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
