At St Oswald’s we are committed to safeguarding our families and the health and well-being of our children. We wish to promote sustainable ways to travel to school which benefit the local environment as well as providing families alternative ways in which to travel.
It is our aim to encourage families to consider different ways in which they can travel to school and help families move towards more sustainable travel options such as walking, cycling, scootering, etc…. These are smart choices, they;
· help you stay fit and healthy
· save you money
· improve the environment by reducing harmful carbon emissions
· lessen congestion on our roads.
It is our policy to encourage families to 
· walk
· scoot (wearing a helmet)
· cycle (wearing a helmet)
· roller skate
· park away from school
We recognise that it can be sometimes unavoidable to use the car due to working commitments. On these days we encourage parents to “Park away and Stride Today”. By parking in the Church car park or at the Leisure Centre you are able then to walk the last stretch to school. This avoids congestion at the school gates and ensures the children and families are safe. We have a clear map which details the Routes to school and leaflet’s encouraging families to find alternative ways to walk travel to school.
Our policy compliments the 20mph zone around the school, the school crossing patrol and the zig zag lines.

· promote road safety at school and the Highway code
· raise awareness of active travel (scootability and bikeability schemes)
· promote walk to school week
· promote the benefits of active travel.
· Update the travel plan.
· Walk to school as and when they can.
· Promote the use of helmets and high Vis jackets
Pupils will endeavor to;
· Behvae in a sensible, safe and respectful manner and consider the needs of others when travelling to and from school.
· Follow the Highway code.
Parents will;
· Encourage their child to travel actively to school.
· Consider walking, cycling or scooting.
· Encourage their child to take up opportunities to develop their competence and confidence in walking, cycling and scooting.
· Park responsibly if they arrive at school by car.

The school Travel Plan details our actions and aims to improve the ways in which we travel to school and to raise awareness. We work with the local constabulary who supports our intentions.
